Students interested in the Dance major must identify themselves to the department via email to LaDonja Horn 

(l.horn@arts.ucla.edu) by MONDAY, NOVEMBER 30, 2020 (4:00pm PST) in order to participate in the 

department supplemental application process during Fall/Winter. Students are considered for admission in the 

following Spring or Fall quarters, respectively. The Department strongly prefers a minimum 3.0 GPA in Dance 

courses and an overall minimum 2.0 GPA. 

 
UNIVERSITY REQUIREMENTS 
 

You may apply to ONE major per quarter only. 
 
You must be in good academic standing at the end of the application quarter.  If you are on academic probation at the 
end of your previous quarter, you may still apply, with the expectation that your status will be cleared at the end of the 
current quarter.  Minimum progress probation status may affect your change of major petition. 
 
PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS 
 

Students must be enrolled in at least one Dance course during the Fall quarter in which the petition is filed, so that their 
work may be monitored by the World Arts and Cultures/Dance (WAC/D) faculty and counselor. 
 
FRESHMAN AND SOPHOMORE APPLICANTS: You must have no more than 90 quarter units at the beginning of 
Winter Quarter, although fewer are recommended.   
 
Applicants must have taken and/or be enrolled in at least two courses at the beginning of the following Winter 
Quarter from: DANCE 1, 44, 45 (Note:  44 is pre-req. for 45) 
 
Applicants must have taken and/or be enrolled in at least one class at the beginning of the following Winter 
Quarter from:  DANCE 16, 67A, 67B 
 
 
JUNIOR APPLICANTS: You must have no more than 120 quarter units at the beginning of Winter Quarter, although 
fewer are recommended. Competitive applicants will have the majority of their School and University requirements 
completed.   
 
Applicants must have and/or be enrolled in at least 12 units at the beginning of the following Winter Quarter 
from: DANCE 1, 16, 44, 45, 67A, 67B, 70, 101  
 
Applicants must have and/or be enrolled in at least 8 units at the beginning of the following Winter Quarter

APPLICATION PROCEDURE:  
 
By MONDAY, NOVEMBER 30 (4:00pm PST): Email your UCLA Undergraduate Petition for Change of Major to 
the World Arts and Cultures/Dance Department Undergraduate Advisor, LaDonja Horn (l.horn@arts.ucla.edu).

Make sure to retain a copy of your petition form– you will need a PDF copy to upload into the online Change of Major 
registration supplemental application website.     
 
Register your Change of Major at https://supplemental.arts.ucla.edu/changeofmajor/. This is the supplemental 
application site where you will upload your materials for the department, including your PDF copy of your petition. 
This site will be open from November 1.  
 
Once you have registered, you will be able to begin your supplemental application at 
https://supplemental.arts.ucla.edu. 
 
Your supplemental application must be submitted by December 17 (10:00am PST). This is a strict deadline, 
please plan ahead to avoid any unexpected technical delays at the last minute. Technical support is available 

Monday-Friday from 9AM-5PM PST, so please be conscious of this timing if the deadline falls on a weekend. 
Late, incomplete, or hard copy application material will not be considered. 

 
Make sure you review all categories before you submit your supplemental application.  You may log in/log out of the 
system as many times as needed during the filing period, but once the application is submitted, you will not be able to 
make ANY corrections or additions. If you have questions, there is an FAQ document at arts.ucla.edu/apply, or you 
may email supplemental@arts.ucla.edu.  

You will receive an email confirmation within 24 hours after you have submitted your supplemental application. Please 
turn off your email spam filter and/or include “arts.ucla.edu” and “ucla.edu” as accepted recipients. 
 
Students will be notified of departmental decisions via email after final grades and grade point averages for the current 
quarter have been calculated.  Any updates to your academic record (i.e. grade changes, removal of incompletes, etc.) 
must be promptly reported to the department counselor.   
 
Applicants are considered on a competitive basis. Admission into the Dance major is contingent upon enrollment 
availability in our major, as well as satisfactory completion of university and department requirements.

Please respond to the following prompt: How might dance address some of the pressing social issues of 
our times? How do you see yourself or other choreographers as social change agents? 

You will have 3500 characters (including spaces) / approximately 500 words. We recommend that you 
write your statement in a separate word processing program, and then cut/paste it into the web 
application. We recommend that you refer to our FAQ 
(https://supplemental.arts.ucla.edu/help.php#DANCE) for best approaches to this section of the 
application. 

4. RELATED TOPIC RESEARCH PAPER 

Please upload a sample research paper that you have written, demonstrating your critical thinking skills.  

• 6-12 pages, double-spaced, Times New Roman, 12 point font 
• At least three (3) external research sources (books, journals, films, etc.) that you have identified. 

Your reference list may count towards the total paper count. There is no preferred formatting for the 
reference list/citation/bibliography. 

• A cover sheet or abstract is optional. If you include a cover sheet and/or abstract, they will count 
towards the 12-page maximum.  

• Place your full name and page number in the header of each page.  
• Your paper may cover any topic. For this assignment, faculty are looking to see how you select a 

research topic and present your analysis and critical thinking in relation to it.  
• The paper can be one you have written for a class (graded or not), or one you have written on your 

own.  
• Write simply and clearly. A person who has no background in your subject matter, should be able to 

understand and appreciate your viewpoint.

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5. VIDEO AUDITION 
 

NOTE: In response to the global COVID-19 pandemic, the Department of World Arts and 
Cultures/Dance (WACD) asks all applicants to audition by pre-recorded video only. We will not 
hold live auditions for this year’s admission cycle (Fall 2021).   
 
A Message from the WACD Dance Faculty: We understand that you are applying to college in 
extraordinary times. We expect that many of you may not have access to quiet studios, updated 
technology, or instruction/mentorship. We have designed our video audition guidelines so that if you 
have a smartphone and some space in which to move—a parking lot, a bedroom, a field, a quiet street—
you can audition for us successfully. We trust in your resilience, ingenuity, creativity, and 
determination, and look forward to seeing what you will do! 

Your video audition will consist of TWO required elements, to be uploaded as two separate video 
files.  

I.          Choreography video: Prepare a 60-second self-choreographed solo, highlighting your own 
choreographic concepts, esthetics, ideas, values, and imagination. In this video, we will be 
evaluating your potential for COMPOSING dances.    

• Record your 60-second solo in a single take. Video your entire phrase with no interruption.  
• Do not edit the visual: any visual editing (ex. cuts, fades, special effects, titles, captions) will 

result in disqualification.   
• Sound editing is not required nor expected. We will be evaluating your choreography, so please 

do not feel compelled to edit your audio.  
• Please provide a brief written summary (maximum 200 words) describing your inspirations, 

sources, process, and motivations for your choreography. Include the date of the piece. If you are 
using music/sound, please provide credits.    

• Faculty will review up to 60 seconds; be mindful of the time limit.   
  

II.          Movement video: Prepare a 30-second video that highlights your movement abilities. If 
possible, this should be in a different/contrasting style and/or form from your solo choreography 
video. This could be a movement sequence derived from a class, another person’s choreography, 
public multimedia (ex. YouTube, Vimeo, social media, etc.), a world dance form, improvisation, 
or your own choreography. In this video, we will be evaluating your DANCING potential only, 
not the composition of the movement.    

• Record your 30-second movement sequence in a single take. Video your entire phrase with no 
interruption. 

• Do not edit the visual: any visual editing (ex. cuts, fades, special effects, titles, captions) will 
result in disqualification. 

• Sound editing is not required nor expected. We will be evaluating your dancing, so please do not 
feel compelled to edit your audio.  
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• Please provide a brief written summary (maximum 200 words) describing why you chose this 
movement sequence and how it is different from your choreography. Include the date that you 
made this video. If you are performing work choreographed by other people—which you are 
more than welcome to do for this element—include credits. If you are using music/sound, please 
provide credits.     

• Faculty will review up to 30 seconds; be mindful of the time limit.   
 
 

As you prepare…  

• We encourage you to show us your interest, practice, and investment in any and all dance forms 
or traditions of your choosing.  

• Please feel free to wear attire that complements your dancing, including costumes. Garments 
should be fitted so that your body is visible. 
 

Guidelines for Videoing:  

• Please record your video in horizontal/landscape format, NOT vertical/profile.  
• Ensure that you are clearly visible, well lit, in focus, and that your whole body is always entirely 

within the frame. No closeups.  
• You may video static frame or tracking shot, whatever works best for you.  
• Do not edit the visual: any visual editing (ex. cuts, fades, special effects, titles, captions) will 

result in disqualification.   
• With regard to sound editing, this is entirely your choice. If you are able to easily edit your audio 

and would prefer to (ex. music overlay to adjust for environmental noise), please feel free. If you 
are not comfortable with sound editing, please don’t worry… if, for example, you are outdoors 
with amplified music and people walk past talking during your best take, the faculty will 
welcome the opportunity to see how you relate to sound/music in the moment. Sound quality will 
in no way be an impediment to your review.
